Agnes Scott College students may use the following guidelines to propose a STEM research project with any ARCHE lab for consideration with their application to the Goizueta Foundation STEM Scholars Program.  Upload proposal and PI permission document with application.

Formatting Requirements
4 pages maximum, including figures (figures are optional)
Margins > .70 inch
Legible font: 11+ point 
Line spacing: single or greater
Student name in header
Document type:  Word doc or pdf
Document filename:  Lastname_Firstname_Proposal2019  

Proposal Contents – it is suggested to use this Word doc as a template to fill in your information.

ii. Data analysis
iii. Planned troubleshooting
f. References  (Please limit to 5-10.  9-point font is permitted for this section only)
IV. Resources
a. Time Allocation  (Briefly detail the hosting lab’s typical weekly schedule, the mentor’s weekly availability for 1-on-1 meeting with the student, and the student’s expected weekly schedule in the lab).
b. Transportation (Student must indicate how they will reliably self-transport to & from ARCHE Lab on required schedule).
c. Logistics  (list any additional considerations)
d. Institutional Approvals  (The hosting ARCHE lab must indicate what approvals are required before research can begin – e.g. IRB protocol approvals, safety training, vaccinations, permits, IACUC, etc.  All requirements must be met before student may begin research.)
e. Mentor approval of project description and permission to submit proposal (e.g. email)
*A proposal is NOT REQUIRED for projects with ASC faculty in the STEM Scholars Program.   It is only required for students who want to apply for funding to work with a researcher at another institution.
